He has a piggy back ECU controller and is limited by O2 sensor in his down pipe. When the temps outside gets really cold (lower than 20 deg.) and since he doesn't have a wide band O2 sensor it will trigger a lean engine cut-out and that turns on the check engine light. It's an assumtion but it sounds like your fuel system isn't keeping up with cold dense air. A wide band O2 sensor would certainly fix this problem, that is if this is your problem.
